   In “Christian Bookstores” there are many books that deal with the topic of 

discipleship.  Many seem to be based on the concept that once a man is saved, 

being a disciple is no real problem.   However, the best instruction manual is, of 

course, the Word of God.  There, we are told that many different types of 

disciples exist.  Some good and some bad and some are just middle-of-the-road.  

But Jesus spoke of a category of disciples that every child of God should strive 

to reach.  He called this group “Disciples Indeed”.
